     Step inside Michigan Central Station and delve into its fascinating past, from the vision of railroad tycoon William Vanderbilt to 

its role as a sister station to New York City's Grand Central Terminal. Expert guides will bring to life the station's rich history, sharing 

stories of its grandeur, decline, and rebirth. This tour offers a rare opportunity to explore the historic spaces of the station, while 

learning about the continuing restoration process. Comfortable walking shoes are recommended, as this is a walking tour.  

SLOWS BAR BQ in Corktown Detroit - Slows Bar BQ has been smoking authentic Detroit barbecue in Corktown on the 

corner of Michigan & 14th since 2005. Enjoy a full lunch (12:15pm) - Choice of one meat, one side and one bread from a 

limited menu. Dessert, non-alcoholic beverage, tax and gratuity also included. 
CULLEN PLAZA TO  ENJOY THE DETROIT RIVERWALK - Cullen Plaza is home to many of the Detroit Riverfront's most popular 

highlights, including the Cullen Family Carousel, an inlaid granite map of the Detroit River, a standing glass sculptured map of the 

St. Lawrence Seaway, a children’s playscape, playful fountains and lush landscaping (weather permitting).
